As  poultry sector did not get adequate attention under the scheme, poultry components have been segregated into a separate scheme, viz., “Poultry Venture Capital Fund”,( PVCF )during the year 2009-10.

After  detailed discussions with all the stakeholders, it has been decided by DAHD&F, the nodal department,  to change the mode of implementation, from IFL  to “Capital Subsidy” model, revise the existing unit costs and bring some more components for assistance under the purview of the scheme. Accordinlgy,  a new scheme “Poultry Venture Capital Fund (Subsidy) has been launched  and made operational with effect from 1 April 2011.

Implementation period:  During 2011-12, with effect from 1 April 2011, through out the State. 

Eligibility: 

Farmers, individual entrepreneurs, NGOs, companies, cooperatives, groups of unorganised and organized sector which include Self Help Groups (SHGs), Joint Liability Groups (JLGs) etc.An individual will be eligible to avail assistance for all the components under the scheme but only once for each component. When more than one member of a family is assisted under the scheme, the units set up by each member should be  with separate infrastructure at different locations with distinct identity. The distance between the boundaries of two adjacent farms should be at least 500m. Biosecurity norms should be kept in view while locating the units.
