The land will be utilized for constructing the building for Rural Self Employment
Training Institute.

The ownership of land will continue to be with the Local Self Government
Department/District/Block/Grama Panchayat. The Bank/Trust will be free to develop
the land, construct the building, erect machinery and ancillary structures as required
for RSETI and make modifications as required from time to time. The land shall be
under the full possession and usage of the Bank/Trust as long as RSETI is
functioning.

The Society/Trust shall construct the building in the land utilizing the infrastructure
funds provided by the Ministry of Rural Development and shall carry out such land
development activities as is required in the land for constructing the building and for
developing the premises, subject to observance of the provisions of relevant Acts and
Rules in force in the State.

RSETI will have the authority to conduct the training programmes in the premises.
But under no circumstances it shall sub-lease the premises, or use it for purposes
other than the ones agreed to through the MoU with Government of India.

Local Self Government Department/District/Block/Grama Panchayat shall not claim
the land permitted to be used for Rural Self Employment Training Institute as long as
RSET] is functioning.

Any dispute arising out of this agreement, which cannot be amicably settled within

sixty days through the Local Self Government Department, Government of Kerala



shall be referred to arbitration and conciliation Act, 1996 within the jurisdiction of the
State of Kerala.

8.0 In the event of termination of the MoU, the ............................ Society/Trust
